Tess Johnston is uniquely qualified to research and write on the Western presence in old China.  
She first came to Shanghai in 1981 to work at the American Consulate General and in 1996, after 
over thirty years in the diplomatic service, she retired and stayed on to research, write, and 
lecture.  She and her co-author, Shanghai photographer Deke Erh (Erh Dongqiang), have 
published twenty books, including ten volumes on Western architecture and the expatriate 
experience in old China. 

Miss Johnston is a native of Virginia and her academic back-ground includes a M.A. from the 
University of Virginia, where she subsequently taught.  She has lived abroad for over 45 years, 
including seven in Germany (both east and west), and over 30 in Asia, including 25 in Shanghai 
and seven in Vietnam (1967-74).

The world of Rotary is vast and its traditions run deep. The ABC’s of 

Rotary were written to provide new and old members alike quick 
insight into many aspects of the Rotary experience.

Selecting A President
Each year a distinguished Rotarian is selected as the 
worldwide president of Rotary International. 

The process begins two years in advance when a 
15-man nominating committee is elected from 
separate regions of the world. To qualify for the 
nominating committee, a Rotarian must have 
served on the RI Board of Directors and have 
extensive Rotary experience and substantial 
acquaintanceship with the world leaders of 
Rotary.

The nominating committee may consider all 
former RI directors for the presidential 
candidate. Members of the nominating 
committee and current directors are not eligible. 
Any Rotary club may suggest the name of a 
former RI director to the committee for 
consideration.

The committee convenes in September to select 
the Rotarian to be the presidential nominee. His 
name is announced to all clubs. Any Rotary club 
may make an additional nomination before 
December 1, which must then be endorsed by 
one percent of all the Rotary clubs of the world 
(about 250). If such an event occurs, an election 
is held by mail ballot. If no additional 
nomination is presented by the clubs, the man 
selected by the nominating committee is 
declared to be the president- nominee. From 
that point on, that special Rotarian and his wife 
will spend more than a year in preparation and 
then a year serving the Rotarians of the world as 
the international president.

Annual Rotary 
Themes
In 1955, RI President A.Z. Baker announced a 
theme, "Develop Our Resources," to serve as 
Rotary's program of emphasis. Since that time, each 
president has issued a theme for his Rotary year. 

The shortest theme was in 1961-62 when Joseph 
Abey selected "Act." Other one-word themes 
were chosen in 1958-59 by Charles Tennent 
("Serve") and 1968-69 by Kiyoshi Togasaki 
("Participate").

Carl Miller, in 1963-64, had a theme for the times 
when he proposed "Guidelines for Rotary in the 
Space Age." Other "timely" themes were in 
1980-81 when Rolf Kisrich created "Take Time to 
Serve" and William Carter in 1973-74 used "Time 
for Action." Two themes have a similarity to 
commercial advertising: "A Better World 
Through Rotary" (Richard Evans, 1966-67) and 
"Reach Out" (Clem Renouf, 1978- 79). Bridges 
have been a striking metaphor. Harold Thomas, 
1959-60, urged Rotarians to "Build Bridges of 
Friendship"; William Walk, 1970- 71, created 
"Bridge the Gap"; and Hiroji Mukasa, 1982-83, 
declared "Mankind is One-Build Bridges of 
Friendship Throughout the World."

A worldwide focus was given by Stan 
McCaffrey in 1981-82 with the message, "World 
Understanding and Peace Through Rotary," and 
again in 1984-85 by Carlos Canseco who urged 
Rotarians to "Discover a New World of Service." 
In other years, the individual was emphasized, 
as "You Are Rotary" (Edd McLaughlin, 1960-61), 
"Goodwill Begins With You" (Ernst Breitholtz, 
1971-72) and "You Are the Key" (Ed Cadman, 
1985- 86). Frequently the theme urges Rotarians 
to become more involved in their club, such as 
"Share Rotary-Serve People" (Bill Skelton, 1983- 
84) or "Make Your Rotary Membership 
Effective" (Luther Hodges, 1967- 68). 

Campaigning 
Prohibited
One of the interesting bylaws of Rotary International 
provides that "no Rotarian shall campaign, canvass 
or electioneer for elective position in Rotary 
International." 

This provision includes the office of district 
governor, Rotary International director, RI 
president and various elected committees. The 
Rotary policy prohibits the circulation of 
brochures, literature or letters by a candidate or 
by anyone on behalf of such a candidate.

After a Rotarian has indicated his intention to be 
a candidate for one of the elective Rotary offices, 
he must refrain from speaking engagements, 
appearances or publicity which could 
reasonably be construed as furthering his 
candidacy. The only information which may be 
sent to clubs relating to candidates for an 
elective position is that officially distributed by 
the general secretary of RI.

A Rotarian who becomes a candidate for an 
elective position, such as district governor or RI 
director, must avoid any action which would be 
interpreted as giving him an unfair advantage 
over other candidates. Failure to comply with 
these provisions prohibiting campaigning could 
result in the disqualification of the candidate.

In Rotary it is believed that a Rotarian's record 
of service and qualifications for office stand on 
their own and do not require publicity or special 
promotion.
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Mutual Appreciation Begins with Dialogue

Seeking common ground while maintaining 
differences, and recognizing and respecting the 
beauty of other cultures are the basic foundations 
for the realization of mutual appreciation and 
peaceful coexistence of different cultures. Sincere 
dialogue and true communication are the paths 
leading to mutual appreciation. Before I came to 
Bradford, I worked for a Tibetan Local NGO for 
Tibetan traditional culture heritage. In every 
Tibetan Buddhism college, there are five categories 
of their study:

• Linguistics: Tibetan language and literature

• Science and technology such as art, architecture, 
house-hold

• Medical

• Logic: debate

• Buddhism (history, meditation, theory)

rhetoric  2. metric  3. Astrology  4. Dramatic 

I am going to show a DVD, it is about a local 
Tibetan NGO work: Zongsa, How the Tibetan 
scholars protect Tibetan five traditional cultures 
and promote common peace value. It is also an 
exploration of pattern of how to protect Tibetan 
traditional culture. 

In the Rotary Peace Fellow programme, the 
foundation sponsors every fellow to go to different 
countries for Field Work Research for three 
months. I am so glad to have the opportunity to go 
to Dharamsala, the Tibetan refugee’s camp in India 
and work with Tibetan Non-violent Education 
Centre. I am still very optimize that Chinese 
Government will open the 8 negotiations with the 
Dalai Lama’s representatives. When the clash of 
civilizations and rampant terrorism take place, 
people become confused and helpless. Dialogue 
will help us gain hope and find effective ways of 
building a peaceful world.

WWF’S EARTH HOUR SPARKS UNITY ON 
CLIMATE CHANGE IN CHINA AND THE 
WORLD

74 cities in 62 countries commit to Earth Hour 2009

WWF welcomes Beijing, Shanghai and Hong Kong 
to join Earth Hour

Earth Hour aims to reach one billion people in 
1,000 cities around the world

Beijing- Lights on Chang’an Avenue, the CBD, Bird 
Nest and many other landmark buildings of 
China’s capitol all went dark on the floor-size city 
model at the Beijing Urban Planning Exhibition 
Center, simulating the dramatic effects of WWF’s 
global Earth Hour campaign. Government 
officials, UNDP China representatives, corporate 
representatives, celebrities and honored guests 
gathered today to officially launch Earth Hour in 
China.

Earth Hour aims to demonstrate support for 
China’s national energy efficiency target of 20% by 
2010 and provide inspiration to individuals and 
businesses to reduce carbon emissions and take 
action against climate change. 

The global campaign welcomes individuals, 
businesses and governments to join by switching 
off lights for one hour at 8.30pm on Saturday 
March 28 2009 and seeks to involve more than one 
billion people in 1,000 cities around the world. 
Already, 74 cities in 62 countries have committed 
to switch off as part of the global climate 
movement. 

With the momentum created by Earth Hour, WWF 
hopes to show world leaders that they have strong 
public backing going into the climate change 
negotiations in Copenhagen in December 2009 for 
striking a new global deal. As the China delegation 
continues to demonstrate its positive contributions 
to the UN climate talks, the latest round wrapping 
up last week in Poznan, WWF is confident a fair 
treaty is within reach.

At the Earth Hour launch in Beijing, WWF China’s 
Country Representative Dermot O’Gorman said, 
“China has done a commendable job raising the 
level of environmental awareness and energy-
saving know-how of the public. Earth Hour is a 
great opportunity for cities like Beijing, Shanghai 
and Hong Kong to showcase China’s advancement 
to a global audience.” 

In Hong Kong, WWF has received enthusiastic 
support from the government, community groups 
and schools. Landmark buildings at the 
internationally renowned Victoria Harbor 
waterfront will switch off their lights to show their 
commitment to combating climate change on the 

night of Earth Hour. Shanghai has confirmed the 
participation of a number of companies and 
organizations, including over 10 universities and 
20 communities.

Celebrities such as television host Yang Lan, 
world-renowned pianist Lang Lang, actress Li 
Bingbing, celebrated antique collector Ma Weidu 
have already signed up as Earth Hour 
Ambassadors along with other partners to deliver 
a successful campaign in China. 

Yang Lan said, “Earth Hour is about taking 
positive actions to protect our planet and we can 
all contribute by saving energy and being more 
environmentally aware. Let’s fight climate change 
together!” 

The lights out initiative, which began in Sydney in 
2007 as a public awareness raising campaign, has 
grown significantly over the past two years and 
now has 74 cities ready to flick the switch in 2009.  
Cities already committed include Moscow, Los 
Angeles, Las Vegas, London, Hong Kong, Sydney, 
Rome, Singapore, Istanbul, Mexico City, Toronto, 
Dubai and Copenhagen. 

Icons switching off in 2009 include England’s 
National Football Museum, the world’s tallest 
hotel building in Dubai – the Burj Dubai, 
Moscow’s Federation Tower and in Rome – 
Quirinale - the official residence of the President of 
the Italian Republic, Giorgio Napolitano. 

“Come the evening of March 28 2009, it will be a 
spectacular sight to witness Earth Hour sweeping 
through the Asia Pacific Rim countries. Starting 
with Fiji, Australia, Japan, Singapore, China, and 
Indonesia and then onto the rest of the world,” 
said O’Gorman.

Mr. Napoleon Navarro, Deputy Country Director 
of UNDP China: “The impact of climate change 
does not recognize political boundaries, nor does it 
make a distinction between the rich and the poor. 
We are all equally vulnerable to climate change. In 
combating climate change, it is crucial to work 
together with government, private sector and civil 
society organizations. Each of us as a villager on 
our planet Earth can make a difference if we take 
carbon emission reduction actions individually 
such as by turning off light for one hour.”

About Earth Hour

Earth Hour is a global WWF climate change 
initiative.  Individuals, businesses, governments 
and communities are invited to turn out their 
lights for one hour on Saturday March 28, 2009 at 
8:30 PM to show their support for action on 
climate change.  The event began in Sydney in 
2007, when 2 million people switched off their 
lights. In 2008, more than 50 million people around 
the globe participated. In 2009, Earth Hour aims to 
reach out to 1 billion people in 1,000 cities.
