550 children of migrant workers. 

It is funded completely by a local entrepreneur 

but, obviously, the school are severely 

underfunded.

 It lacks even the most basic amenities such as a 

clean bathroom. The walls are dirty, the taps and 

sinks are not working, the sewage pipes are 

congested and some of the classrooms don`t even 

have electricity.

Rotaract Shanghai decided to devote their 

resources to renovate this school - little by little. 

The project includes:

•Thorough cleaning

•Painting 

•Replacing broken roof ventilators

•Replacing some of the  run down doors and 

windows, 

•Buying new garbage bins,  

•Solving the sewage problem including 

replacing parts of the drainage system.
