Frank Yih sent me an email which indicated that 
apparently the RCS board had a question about the 
financial basis on which Jiuli Wu obtained her visa. 

I am writing this email in the interest of openess 
only. !I am NOT questioning the decision of the 
board.

1. !I followed up with Jiuli and she reported that 
the TRF financial guarantee in the amount of USD 
24,000 was the sole basis on which her visa was 
granted. (Please see her email below.) 

2. !As to whether the scholarship is sufficient, 
below is a quick calculation.

Scholarship Amount: !USD 24,000 @1.1515 = AUD 
27,624
Estimated Expenses:
Tuition AUD 16,000.00
Room AUD 133 per week = AUD 6,916.00
Airfare Roundtrip Shanghai-Brisbane 9,160@ 6.72 !
= AUD 1,363.00
Health Insurance: AUD 400 
Fees: !AUD 600
Books: !AUD 2,000
Food & Incidentals: AUD 100 x 52 = AUD 5,200
TOTAL Expenses : !AUD 32,479

The shortfall is about AUD 4,855 based on this 
rough calculation.

3. !Because of the need is there, and because of the 
RCS board's reluctance, I had reached out and 

solicited Shelter Box's donation of 1,000 British 
Pound, and another USD 1,000 from Dr. Paul 
Cheung, who had taught high schools in rural 
China and who is a big advocate of the idea of 
providing preferential opportunities to China's 
rural poor. !Paul's donation has been matched by
Frank Yih. !Thus, the total will just about wipe out 
the shortfall. !We can happily consider this case 
closed. 

I know Jiuli will be making a presentation this 
evening. !I hope RCS will give her the spiritual 
support that she needs beginning tomorrow.
