1 Gates Foundation, the year 2009 was an eventful one for Rotary and its campaign to rid the world of polio.
The Perlman concert, held 2 December in New York City, along with hundreds of Rotary club and district fundrais=ers
throughout the year, helped push Rotary beyond the halfway mark in raising $200 million in response to the Gates
Foundation grants.

More than 16,000 Rotarians from over 150 countries converged on Birmingham, England, in June to make the
100th RI Convention a success. Primatologist Jane Goodall, actress Mia Farrow, and United Nations Secretary-
General Ban Ki-Moon praised Rotary's efforts to eradicate polio, and Archbishop Emeritus Desmond Tutu
noted the organization's dedication to peace during the second Rotary World Peace Symposium.
